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Fee Variations

Cost Recovery

The Development Officer, in consultation with the General Manager of Planning and
Design, is authorized to vary the development application fee by a maximum of + 50%
of the stated fee in order to better recover the estimated costs.

Substantially Revised Development Applications

When the applicant substantially revises an application, an additional fee equal to 50%
of the initial application fee may be required at the discretion of the Development
Officer. The Development Officer may determine that the revisions constitute a new
development application in which case the full fee will be charged.

Cancelled Development Applications

When the applicant withdraws a development application (that has been determined
complete) or when the Development Officer determines that a revised application
constitutes a new development application the Development Officer may cancel the
initial application and retain some or all of the fee sufficient to recover the costs
estimated to have been incurred.

Incomplete Applications

When the applicant has received a notice that the application is incomplete and fails
to submit the needed information by the deadline in the notice the application will be
deemed refused and one-half the development application fee will be retained and the
other half reimbursed to the applicant.

When the applicant has received a notice that the application is incomplete and
submits the needed information by the deadline in the notice but the information is for
a second time determined to be incomplete the full development application fee will
be retained.

When the applicant has received a notice for the second time that the application is
incomplete and submits the needed information by the deadline in the notice, the
information must be accompanied by another full development application fee and if
the information is for a third time determined to be incomplete the application will be
deemed refused and one-half of the development application fee will be retained and
the other half reimbursed to the applicant.
