We need to look at the construction plan
to see if the road can remain and thereby not add the Stage 1 road costs
to the project.

Projects now to 2030 within the CIP + Station Gate Intersection — valued at $99M

We try to keep the blue bars (debt payments) equal with the red line (forecast growth)
Adding on the debt of Metis Trail and Whoop-Up in 2024 (this was based on the City
wanting to bring the projects forward so they carried the debt until the project was
originally scheduled in the levy at 2024)

The green line is based on the difference between revenue and debt

The Covid review dropped the forecast to 2020 — 5ha and 2021 — 12ha and moved
projects out

This plan gives the levy some room either if development slows and revenue is less than
forecast or if development takes off and projects are required sooner. There is room in
the cash flow for either scenario

We made it through Covid due to slow growth and delaying projects

Right now there is a lot of uncertainty in the global market, construction costs, increasing
interest rates, etc. Right now we are in good shape if the growth average will stay at
30ha. Industry notes contractors are saying 15% increase in material costs, if you can get
the materials. That doesn't include labour increases which may be around 22%. Project
estimates have increased about 10% from 2019 costs so that should address the material
increases.

Our research indicates that other municipalities set a rate which is in place until the
municipality does a review. They don't tend to have a yearly rate.

Next Meeting:

Go through the bylaw. What we need to get finalized quickly is the bylaw, the
methodology document can be a longer conversation.

Push off methodology document to June 21 as it will likely take longer. This
methodology document will be the basis for the complete review (Phase Il) that will take
happen beginning 2023 and will set rates in 2025 for 2026 CIP review (sets CIP for 2027-
2030).

Finalize levy rate to 2026 to align with current CIP.
